FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS

A On or about August 13, 2004, the Texas State Board of Medical Examiners
(hereinafter “Texas Board"), by an Agreed Order (hereinafter “Texas Order "), required
Respondent to successfully complete a medical record keeping course and a history and
physical course, and to pay a $2,000.00 administrative penalty, based on unprofessional or
dishonorable conduct that is likely to deceive or defraud the public or injure th public, failure to
practice medicine in any acceptable professional manner consistent with the public welfare,
failing to establish a proper patient/physician relationship, and failure to maintain adequate

medial records.

B. The conduct resulting in the Texas Board disciplinary action against Respondent
would constitute misconduct under the laws of New York state, pursuant to the following

sections of New York state Law:

1. New York Education Law §6530(3) (negligence on more than one occasion);
2. New York Education Law §6530(4) (gross negligence); and/or
3. New York Education Law §6530(32) (failure to maintain adequate records). ’
