DONATO MARUCCI, M.D., the Respondent, was authorized to practice medicine in
New York state on October 17, 1983, by the issuance of license number- 156172 by the New
York State Education Department.

FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS

A. On or about August 14, 1998, in the United States District Court, District of New
Jersey, Respondent was found guilty, based on a plea of guilty, of one (1) count of Conspiracy
to Commit Bribery, a felony, in violation of U.S. Code, Title 18, Section 371 (18 U.S.C. 666(a)
(2)) and on or about May 17, 2002, was sehtenced to one twelve (12) months and one (1) day
imprisonment, to pay $135,640.09 restitution and a $50.00 special assessment, and three (3)

years supervised release upon release from imprisonment.

SPECIFICATION
