deposes and says:

| understand that the New York State Board for Professional Medical Conduct (Board)

has charged me with one (1) Spegification of professional misconduct.

A copy of the Statement of Charges, marked as Exhibit "A", is attached to and part of

this Consent Agreement.

| do not contest the one (1) Specification , in full satisfaction of the charges against me,

and agree to the following penalty:

Six (6) months suspension of my New York State license to practice medicine; and

a $2,500.00 fine.

The fine is to be paid within thirty (30) days of the effective date of this Order to the
NYS Department of Health, Bureau of Accounts Management, Revenue Unit,
Empire State Plaza, Corning Tower, Room 1258, Albany, NY 12237-0016.

| further agree that the Consent Order shall impose the following conditions:




That Respondent shall remain in continuous compliance with all requirements of New
York Education Law § 6502 including but not limited to the requirements that a licensee
shall register and continue to be registered with the New York Stéte Education
Department (except during periods of actual suspension) and that a licensee shall pay
all registration fees. Respondent shall not exercise the option provided in New York
Education Law § 6502(4) to avoid registration and payment of fees. This condition shall
take effect 30 days after the Consent Order's effective date and will continue so long as

Respondent remains a licensee in New York State; and

That Respondent shall cooperate fully with the Office of Professional Medical Conduct
(OPMC) in its administration and enforcement of this Consent Order and in its
investigations of matters concerning Respondent. Respondent shall respond in a timely
manner to all OPMC requests for written periodic verification of Respondent's
compliance with this Consent Order. Respondent shall meet with a person designated
by the Director of OPMC, as directed. Respondent shall respond promptly and provide
all documents and information within Respondent's control, as directed. This condition
shall take effect upon the Board's issuance of the Consent Order and will continue so

long as Respondent remains licensed in New York State.

| stipulate that my failure to comply with any conditions of this Cpnsent Order shall

constitute misconduct as defined by New York Education Law § 6530(29).

| agree that, if | am charged with professional misconduct in future, this Consent

Agreement and Order shall be admitted into evidence in that proceeding.
| ask the Board to adopt this Consent Agreemé.nt.

| understand that if the Board does not adopt this Consent Agreement, none of its terms
shall bind me or constitute an admission of any of the acts of alleged misconduct; this Consent
Agreement shall not be used against me in any way and shall be kept in strict confidence; and
the Board's denial shall be without prejudice to the pending disciplinary proceeding and the

Board's final determination pursuant to New York Public Health Law.

FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS

A. On or about November 3, 2006, in the Supreme Court of the State of New York,
Kings County, Brooklyn, New York, Respondent was found guilty, based on a plea of guilty, of
Conspiracy in the fifth degree, in violation of New York Criminal Law §105.05, a class A
misdemeanor, and was sentenced to a conditional discharge and to pay $11,301.33 restitution.

" SPECIFICATION

Respondent violated New York Education Law §6530(9)(i) by being convicted of
committing an act constituting a crime under New York state law, in that Petitioner charges:

EXHIBIT "B"

GUIDELINES FOR CLOSING A MEDICAL PRACTICE FOLLOWING A
REVOCATION, SURRENDER OR SUSPENSION (of 6 months or more)
OF A MEDICAL LICENSE '

Respondent shall immediately cease the practice of medicine in compliance with the
terms of the Consent Order. Respondent shall not represent himself or herself as eligible
to practice medicine and shall refrain from providing an opinion as to professional
practice or its application.

Within 15 days of the Consent Order's effective date, Respondent shall notify all patients
that he or she has ceased the practice of medicine, and shall refer all patients to another
licensed practicing physician for their continued care, as appropriate.

Within 30 days of the Consent Order’s effective date, Respondent shall have his or her
original license to practice medicine in New York State and current biennial registration
delivered to the Office of Professional Medical Conduct (OPMC) at 433 River Street
Suite 303, Troy, NY 12180-2299. :

Respondent shall arrange for the transfer and maintenance of all patient medical
records. Within 30 days of the Consent Order's effective date, Respondent shall notify
OPMC of these arrangements, including the name, address, and telephone number of
an appropriate contact person, acceptable to the Director of OPMC, who shall have
access to these records. Original records shall be retained for patients for at least 6
years after the last date of service, and, for minors, at least 6 years after the last date of
service or 3 years after the patient reaches the age of majority, whichever time period is
longer. Records shall be maintained in a safe and secure place that is reasonably
accessible to former patients. The arrangements shall ensure that all patient information
is kept confidential and is available only to authorized persons. When a patient or
authorized representative requests a copy of the patient’s medical record, or requests
that the original medical record be sent to another health care provider, a copy of the
record shall be promptly provided or sent at reasonable cost to the patient (not to exceed
75 cents per page.) Radiographic, sonographic and like materials shall be provided at
cost. A qualified person shall not be denied access to patient information solely because
of inability to pay. ‘ '

Within 15 days of the Consent Order's effective date, if Respondent holds a Drug
Enforcement Agency (DEA) certificate, Respondent shall advise the DEA in writing of
the licensure action and shall surrender his or her DEA controlled substance certificate,
privileges, and any used DEA #222 U.S. Official Order Forms Schedules 1 and 2, to the
DEA.

Within 15 days of the Consent Order’s effective date, Respondent shall return any
unused New York State official prescription forms to the Bureau of Narcotic Enforcement
of the New York State Department of Health. Respondent shall have all prescription
pads bearing Respondent's name destroyed. If no other licensee is providing services at
Respondent's practice location, Respondent shall dispose of all medications.

Within 15 days of the Consent Order's effective date, Respondent shall remove from the
public domain any representation that Respondent is eligible to practice medicine,
including all related signs, advertisements, professional listings whether in telephone
directories or otherwise, professional stationery or billings. Respondent shall not share,
occupy or use office space in which another licensee provides health care services.

Respondent shall not charge, receive or share any fee or distribution of dividends for
professional services rendered (by himself or others) while barred from practicing
medicine. Respondent may receive compensation for the reasonable value of services
lawfully rendered, and disbursements incurred on a patient’s behalf, prior to the Consent
Order's effective date.

If Respondent is a shareholder in any professional service corporation organized to
engage in the practice of medicine and Respondent's license is revoked, surrendered or
suspended for 6 months or more pursuant to this Consent Order, Respondent shall,
within 90 days of the Consent Order's effective date, divest himself/herself of all financial
interest in such professional services corporation in accordance with New York Business
Corporation Law. If Respondentis the sole shareholder in a professional services
corporation, the corporation must be dissolved or sold within 90 days of the Consent
Order's effective date.

Failure to comply with the above directives may result in civil or criminal penalties.
Practicing medicine when a medical license has been suspended, revoked or annulled is
a Class E Felony, punishable by imprisonment for up to four years, under New York
Education Law § 6512 . Professional misconduct may result in penalties including
revocation of the suspended license and/or fines of up to $10,000 for each specification
of misconduct, under New York Public Health Law § 230-a.
