The Respondent has the right to produce witnesses and evidence on his behalf, to issue

or have subpoenas issued on his behalf for the production of witnesses and documents,

and to cross-examine witnesses and examine evidence produced against him. Such

evidence or sworn testimony shall be limited to evidence and testimony relating to the

nature and severity of the penalty to be imposed upon the licensee. Where the charges

are based on the conviction of state law crimes in other jurisdiction, evidence may be

offered which would show that conviction would not be a crime in New York State. The

Committee also may limit the number of witnesses whose testimony will be received, as

well as the length of time any witness will be permitted to testify. A summary of the

Department of Health Hearing Rules is enclosed.
